tions and health fairs onsite. For our World Hepati-
tis Day events, 3 correctional facilities were visit-
eddNova Womends I nstitutioc
tion and Dorchester Penitentiary. This year we
have been able to deliver programming at Central
Nova Correctional Facility in Burnside. A total of 302 offenders participated in these workshops, which
were tailored to these participants. The workshops were well received. There was more discussion and
less stigma among offenders than has been found in the general public, partly due to the high rate of
Hepatitis C among this population. Most offenders were very knowledgeable about Hep C and were inter-
ested in facts versus myths. HepNS is usually one of the more popular booths at health fairs, and alt-
hough the workshops at Burnside are not mandatory, the attendee numbers are high.
